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First Steps Marks a Decade of Service

As we look back on a decade of service, we are
full of thanksgiving and praise to God for what He
is doing through his Son,
our Saviour, Jesus Christ
in North Korea. We have
seen that He does fill the
hungry with good things —
and pray that the children
we serve will come to know
the bread of life who pro-
vides so lovingly for them
through the prayers, kind-
ness and amazing gener-
osity of wonderful support-
ers. The overwhelming
majority of support comes
from the faithful gifts of ordinary individuals, year
by year. Thanks to each of you.

Earlier this year, when the food situation in the
areas we serve was critical, First Steps made an
emergency appeal for the first time in our 10-
year history. You responded quickly and with kind
generosity, allowing us to expedite several criti-
cally needed shipments of soybeans to get our
soymilk machines working to their full capacity.
The emergency soybeans (430 tonnes) filled the
gap, providing desperately-needed daily nutrition
to more than 80,000 children.

We also continued to ship Sprinkles to help com-
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bat and prevent anemia and other ailments in-
cluding rickets in approx. 70,000 pregnant women
and babies. Thanks to arrangements in which we
have access to a Vancouver-area warehouse and
loading facilities, we are now able to put in-kind
donations in containers
for shipment to North
Korea. In November,
we sent our very first
container filled with vi-
tamins, soup mix, hand-
made blankets, hand-
knit scarves, etc. to
children in orphanages.

As well, we were able to
purchase the materials
to repair the typhoon-
damaged roof at the
Wonsan Baby Home,
home to more than 400 children five-and-under.

First Steps’ teams made four 2011 visits to North
Korea, in February, May, July and November/
December. The teams carried in-kind gifts includ-
ing essential medicines, formula and CliniCases.
Our sincere thanks to all who contributed your
time and resources to send medicines, vitamins,
medical equipment and warm scarves to keep the
children warm.

In closing, I'd like to express my heartfelt thanks
to Andrea Rose for 10 years of invaluable service
to the board of First Steps.
